History

The Sugar Hollow Recreation Areais a 450 -
acre facility located off Exit 7 of | -81 at the
Bristol Virginia city limits on Hwy. US 11 (Lee
Hwy). This beautifully landscaped area contains
a wide variety of recreational opportunities in a
rustic and wilderness setting.
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On April 12, 1963, the City of Bristol, VA. and
the Tennessee Valley Authority entered into an
agreement which would provide for a
comprehensive flood damage prevention project
for the city. In turn a sum of $119,750.00 was
contributed by the city toward the cost of the
construction of the Clear Creek and Beaver Creek
flood control projects. In return for this
contribution, the city received a permanent
easement for the recreational development of
both areas.

Due to a lack of financial resources, the
Beaver Creek Project remained mostly
undeveloped for several years. In 1978 the city
received a federal grant from the Va. Commission
of Outdoor Recreation to begin work on the
development.

The Young Adult Conservation Corps
provided funds for the employment of young
people between the ages of 16 - 23 for the work
while the grant also provided monies for supplies
& materials. On October 1, 1978, work began.

Three years later on June 6, 1981 a new name
of Sugar Hollow Recreation Area was given to
the facility. Through several other grants through
the years along with Jacobs Creek Job Corp the
area is known for what it is today.

Recreational Opportunities Waldo Miles

Sugar Hollow boasts one of the largest
picnic and camping facilities in the region.
Every effort was made in the design of this
facility to maintain the wilderness aspect of
the surroundings and provide patrons with a
rustic, semi -private setting in which to enjoy
their visit. The picnic area has numerous
picnic pads available on a first -come first serve
basis. Each pad contains either one or two
tables each and all pads possess a charcoal
grill. The area also contains nine picnic
shelters which are available by reservation
